Project: Manatee Pocket Dredging

This permit is issued under the authority of Part IV of Chapter 373, Florida Statutes (F.5.), and Title 62,
Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.). The activity is not exempt from the requirement to obtain an Environmental
Resource Permit. Pursuant to Operating Agreements executed between the Department and the water management

districts, as referenced in Chapter 62-113, F.A.C., the Department is responsible for reviewing and taking final
agency action on this activity.

ACTIVITY DESCRIPTION:

The purpose of the project is to perform the following activities: (1} remove approximately 212,970 cubic
yards of organic rich fine sediment (i.e. muck) by dredging to a maximum depth of ~10.0 feet National Geodetic
Vertical Datum 1929 (NGVD) in order to create a 1,571,200 f* (36-acre) navigation channe! and an approximately
233-foot long by 268-foot wide by 10-foot deep irregular-shaped sediment trap to capture fine sediment muck
within Manatee Pocket; (2) construct five benthic habitat areas by dredging approximately 20,800 cubic yards
(189,486 ft?) of submerged lands to a maximum depth of —8.0 feet NGVD within benthic habitat areas one through
four and to a maximum depth of —7.0 feet NGVD within benthic habitat area five; (3) dredge approximately 2,529
cubic yards (39,204 ft%) of submerged lands to a maximurmn depth of 9.0 feet NGVD within Crooked Creek to create
a maximum 86-foot wide navigation channel connecting to the Manatee Pocket Main Channel; (4) dredge
approximately 6,760 cubic yards (106,286 ft*) of submerged lands to a maximum depth of -8.25 feet NGVD within
Chapman Creek to create a maximum 111-foot wide navigation channel connecting to the Manatee Pocket Main
Channel; (5) dredge approximately 2,690 cubic yards (47,480 ft*) of submerged lands to a maximum depth of -8.0
feet NG VD within Salerno Creek to create a maximum 117-foot wide navigation channel connecting to the Manatee
Pocket Main Channel; and (6) dredge approximately 7,350 cubic yards (97,574 ft*) of submerged lands to a
maximum depth of ~8.0 feet NGVD within Manatee Creek to create a maximum 105-foot wide navigation channel
connecting to the Manatee Pocket Main Channel.

The submerged bottom within the project boundaries consists of barren muck or unconsolidated sediments.
The submerged bottom adjacent to the project site near the mouth of Manatee Pocket consists of seagrass species,
including Halodule wrightii, Halophila decipiens, and Halophila johnsonii, and the shorelines adjacent to the project
site in Manatee Creek consist of Rhizophora mangle, Avicennia germinans, and Laguncularia racemosa mangrove
species. There are no submerged or emergent resources within the project area; therefore, this permit does not
authorize any impacts to submerged or emergent resources. _

The material shall be hydraulically dredged from a shallow draft barge and removed from the site via an 8-
jnch diameter pipeline, which will discharge into the Dredge Material Management Area (DMMA) site located on
the Witham Airfield property. The pipeline route has a total length of approximately 24,850 linear fect and will be
placed along uplands and submerged crossings, including Willoughby Creek, where water crossing placement is
more feasible. For all in-water crossings the pipeline shall be fully submerged in water depths greater than 5-ft and
located on a floating pontoon in water depths less than 5-ft. The material will be dewatered and dried within the
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DMMA site prior to transportation to a final spoil disposal location to be approved by the Department. Retum water
shall be discharged into the adjacent onsite artificial waterbody. Turbidity curtains will be placed at the terminal end
of the DMMA outfall pipe to prevent turbid waters from entering the waterbody. Pursuant to Section 18-
21.011(3)(c), F.A.C., severance fees will not be required since dredged materials shall either be placed on public
property and used for public purposes or demonstrated to have no economic value and disposed of in an approved
landfill.

All vessels used during construction shall only operate within waters of sufficient depth to avoid bottom
scouring and prop dredging of adjacent seagrass resources. All vessels and construction equipment, tools, and
dredging activities shall be setback a minimum of 25-feet from all structures within the main channel, 2 minimum of
6-feet from all structures within Crooked Creek, a minimum of 5-feet from all structures within Chapman Creek, a
minimum of 9-feet from all structures within Salermo Creek, a minimum of 20-feet from all structures within
Manatee Creek, and a minimum of 5-feet from all existing seagrass beds, mangrove branches, and mangrove root
systems. All construction equipment/tools and materials shall be transported to and from the site via barge and
upland roadways and all equipment/tools and materials shall be stored on the barge ard uplands.

Due to the nature of the project site within the tributaries turbidity curtains are not feasible and therefore a temporary
mixing zone is allowed under this permit to occur up to 150 meters down current of the construction activity (barge
location), depending on the tide within the tributaries. Turbidity curtains shali be placed on all sides of the dredging
operation site to prevent spoil from entering surface waters and ensure that any turbidity resulting from this project
will be contained within the project boundaries within the main channel. Turbidity shall be monitored and recorded
outside of the turbidity curtains and at the edge of the mixing zones to ensure that turbidity levels do not exceed 29
NTUs above ambient background levels within Manatee Pocket and 0 NTUs above ambient background levels

within the Jensen Beach to Jupiter Inlet Aquatic Preserve. The standard manatee conditions will be adhered to
during all in water work.

ACTIVITY LOCATION:

The project is located in Manatee Pocket and its tributaries, Class III Waters, Stuart (Section Hanson Grant,
Township 38 South, Range 41 East), in Martin County (27° 8’ 37.97” North Latitude, 80° 11" 38.44” West
Longitude and 27° 9 46.71” North Latitude, 80° 11* 31.45” West Longitude).

This permit also constitutes a finding of consistency with Florida’s Coastal Zone Management Program, as
required by Section 307 of the Coastal Management Act.

This permit also constitutes certification of compliance with water quality standards under Section 401 of the
Clean Water Act, 33 U.S.C. 1341.

This activity also requires a proprietary authorization, as the activity is located on sovereign submerged Jands
owned by the Board of Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund, pursuant to Article X, Section 11 of the Florida
Constitution, and Sections 253.002 and 253.77, E.S. The activity is not exempt from the need to obtain a proprietary
authorization. The Department has the responsibility to review and take final action on this request for proprietary
authorization in accordance with Section 18-21.0051, and the Operating Agreements executed between the Department and
the water management districts, as referenced in Chapter 62-113, F.A.C. In addition to the above, this proprietary

authorization has been reviewed in accordance with Chapter 253 and Chapter 258, Chapter 18-20, Chapter 18-21, Section
62-343.075, F.A C. '

As staff to the Board of Trustees, the Department has reviewed the activity described above, and has
determined that the activity qualifies for a letter of consent to use sovereign, submerged lands, as long as the work
performed is located within the boundaries as described herein and is consistent with the terms and conditions

herein. Therefore, consent is hereby granted, pursuant to Chapter 253.77, F.S., to perform the activity on the
specified sovereign submerged lands.
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Federal authorization for the proposed project is reviewed by DEP pursuant to an agreement between the
Department and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (Corps). The agreement is outlined in a document titled
Coordination Agreement Between the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and the Florida Department of Environmental

Protection State Programmatic General Permit, Section 10 of the Rivers and Harbor Act of 1899 and Section 404 of
the Clean Water Act.

Your project has been reviewed for compliance with a State Programmatic General Permit (SPGP). As
shown on the attached drawings, the proposed project is not consistent with the SPGP program. A copy of your
application has been sent to the Corps who may require a separate permit. Failure to obtain their authorization prior
to construction could subject you to enforcement action. For further information, contact the Corps directly.

You are hereby advised that authorizations also may be required by other federal, state, and local entities.
This authorization does not relieve you from the requirements to obtain all other required permits and authorizations.

The above named permittee is hereby authorized to construct the work shown on the application and
approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents attached hereto or on file with the Department and made a part
hereof. This permit and authorization to use sovereign submerged lands are subject to the limits, conditions,
and locations of work shown in the attached drawings, and are also subject to the attached 19 General
Conditions, 9 General Consent Conditions, and 25 Specific Conditions, which are a binding part of this
permit and autherization. You are advised to read and understand these drawings and conditions prior to
commencing the authorized activities, and to ensure the work is conducted in-conformance with all the terms,
conditions, and drawings. If you are utilizing a contractor, the contractor also should read and understand these
drawings and conditions prior to commencing the authorized activities. Failure to comply with all drawings and
conditions shall constitute grounds for revocation of the permit and appropriate enforcement action.

Operation of the facility is not authorized except when determined to be in conformance with all applicable

rules and with the general and specific conditions of this permit/certification/authorization, as specifically described
below.

GENERAL CONDITIONS:

(1 All activities authorized by this permit shall be implemented as set forth in the plans,
specifications and performance criteria as approved by this permit. Any deviation from the permitted activity and the
conditions for undertaking that activity shall constitute a violation of this permit and Part [V, Chapter 373, F.S.

2) This permit or a copy thereof, complete with all conditions, attachments, exhibits, and
modifications shall be kept at the work site of the permitted activity. The complete permit shall be available for
review at the work site upon request by the Department staff. The permittee shall require the contractor to review
the complete permit prior to commencement of the activity authorized by this permit.

3> Activities approved by this permit shall be conducted in a manner which does not cause violations
of state water quality standards. The permittee shall implement best management practices for erosion and pollution
control to prevent violation of state water quality standards. Temporary erosion control shall be implemented prior
to and during construction, and permanent control measures shall be completed within 7 days of any construction
activity. Turbidity barriers shall be installed and maintained at all locations where the possibility of transferring
suspended solids into the receiving waterbody exists due to the permitted work. Turbidity barriers shall remain in
place at all locations until construction is completed and soils are stabilized and vegetation has been established. All
practices shall be in accordance with the guidelines and specifications described in Chapter 6 of the Florida Land
Development Manual; A Guide to Sound Land and Water Management (Department of Environmental Regulation,
1988), unless a project-specific erosion and sediment control plan is approved as part of the permit. Thereafter the
permitiee shall be responsible for the removal of the barriers. The permittee shall correct any erosion or shoaling that
causes adverse impacts to the water resources.

4) The permittee shall notify the Department of the anticipated construction start date within 30 days
of the date that this permit is issued. At least 48 hours prior to commencement of activity authorized by this
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permit, the permittee shall submit to the Department an "Environmental Resource Permit Construction
Commencement" notice (Form No. 62-343.900(3), F.A.C.) indicating the actual start date and the expected
completion date.

(5) When the duration of construction will exceed one year, the permittee shall submit construction
status reports to the Department on an annual basis utilizing an "Annual Status Report Form" (Form No. 62-

based on on-site observation of construction or review of as-built drawings for the purpose of determining if the
work was completed in compliance with permitted plans and specifications. This submittal shall serve to notify the
Department that the system is ready for inspection. Additionally, if deviation from the approved drawings are
discovered during the certification process, the certification must be accompanied by a copy of the approved permit
drawings with deviations noted. Both the original and revised specifications must be clearly shown. The plans must
be clearly labeled as "as-built” or "record" drawing.

maintenance of the system. The permit shall not be transferred to such approved operation and maintenance entity
until the operation phase of the permit becomes effective.

(8) Each phase or independent portion of the permitted system must be completed in accordance with
the permitted plans and permit conditions prior to the initiation of the permitted use of site infrastructure located
within the area served by that portion or phase of the system. Each phase or independent portion of the system must
be completed in accordance with the permitted plans and permit conditions prior to transfer of responsibility for
operation and maintenance of the phase or portion of the system to a local government or other responsible entity.

&) For those systems that will be operated or maintained by an entity that will require an easement or
deed restriction in order to enable that entity to operate or maintain the system in conformance with this permit, such
easement or deed restriction must be recorded in the public records and submitted to the Department along with any
other final operation and maintenance documents required by sections 9.0 and 10.0 of the Basis of Review for
Environmental Resource Permit Applications Within the South Florida Water Management District - August 1995,
prior to lot or unit sales or prior to the completion of the syster, whichever occurs first. Other documents
concerning the establishment and authority of the operating entity must be filed with the Secretary of State where
appropriate. For those systems which are proposed to be maintained by the county or municipal entities, final
operation and maintenance documents must be received by the Department when maintenance and operation of the
system is accepted by the local government entity.

(10) Should any other regulatory agency require changes to the permitted system, the permittee shall
notify the Department in writing of the changes prior to implementation so that a determination can be made
whether a permit modification is required.

(1) This permit does not eliminate the necessity to obtain any required federal, state, local and special
district authorizations prior to the start of any activity approved by this permit . This permit does not convey to the
permittee or create in the permittee any property right, or any interest in real property, nor does it authorize any
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entrance upon or activities on property which is not owned or controlled by the permittee, or convey any rights or
privileges other than those specified in the permit and Chapter 40E-4 or Chapter 40E-40, F.A.C.

(12) The permittee is hereby advised that Section 253.77, F.S. states that a person may not commence
any excavation, construction, or other activity involving the use of sovereign or other lands of the state, the titie to
which is vested in the Board of Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund without obtaining the required
lease, license, easement, or other form of consent authorizing the proposed use. Therefore, the permittee is
responsible for obtaining any necessary authorizations from the Board of Trustees prior to commencing activity on
sovereignty lands or other state-owned lands.

(13) The permittee is advised that the rules of the South Florida Water Management District require the
permittee to obtain a water use permit from the South Florida Water Management District prior to construction
dewatering, unless the work qualifies for a general permit pursuant to subsection 40E-20.302(4), F.A.C., also known
as the "No Notice" rule.

(14) *  The permittee shall hold and save the Department harmless from any and all damages, claims, or
liabilities which may arise by reason of the construction, alteration, operation, maintenance, removal, abandonment
or use of any system authorized by the permit.

construction personnel working on the project, and for providing each contractor and subcontractor with a copy of
this permit before construction begins.

9 The work authorized by this permit shall not be conducted on any property, other than that owned
by the permittee, without the prior written approval of that property owner.

(am There shall be no storage or stockpiling of tools and materials (i.e., lumber, pilings, debris), along
the shoreline adjacent to waters of the state.

(11) All watercraft associated with the construction of the permitted activity shall only operate in
waters of sufficient depth (one-foot clearance from the deepest draft of the vessel to the top of submerged resources)
so as to preclude bottom scouring, prop dredging, or damage to submerged resources (i.e. seagrasses).

(12) Prior to the initiation of any work autherized by this permit, floating turbidity curtains with
weighted skirts that extend to within 1 ft. of the bottom shall be placed around the dredge area (within the main
channel or outside of the tributaries )and the DMMA. All turbidity devices shall be maintained and remain in place
for the duration of the project construction to ensure that turbidity levels directly outside the turbidity curtains do not
exceed 29 NTUs above background levels within Manatee Pocket and turbid discharges do not occur directly
outside the turbidity curtains adjacent to the Jensen Beach to Jupiter Inlet Aquatic Preserve. The permittee
shall be responsible for ensuring that turbidity control devices are inspected daily and maintained in good working
order during all phases of construction authorized by this permit until all areas that were disturbed during
construction are sufficiently stabilized to prevent turbid discharges.

Turbidity levels directly outside the temporary mixing zones shall not exceed 29 NTUs above ambient levels within
Manatee Pocket and 0 NTUs above ambient levels near the Jensen Beach to Jupiter Inlet Aquatic Preserve.

The following measures shall be taken by the permittee whenever turbidity levels within waters of the State directly
outside of the turbidity curtains or at the edge of the 150 meter temporary mixing zones surrounding the project site
exceed 29 NTUS above the ambient turbidity levels within Manatee Pocket and 0 NTUS above ambient turbidity
levels within the surrounding waters of the aquatic preserve:

a. Notify the DEP-Southeast District Branch Office ERP Compliance/Enforcement Section at
772/398-2806 at the time the violation is first detected.

b. Immediately cease all work contributing to the water quality violation. Operations may not resume
until the Department gives authorization to do so.

c. Modify the work procedures that were responsible for the violation, install more turbidity

containment devices, and repair any non-functioning turbidity containment devices. Do not-
continue any in or over water work until approval has been given by DEP staff.

(13) Turbidity Monitoring. Water turbidity levels shall be monitored and recorded at least every 4
hours during dredging operations or upon the occurrence of other circumstances that might create water quality
violations on site. Samples shall be taken one foot above the bottom, mid-depth, and one-foot below the surface at
monitoring stations located as foilows:
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a. Approximately 100 feet up-current of the work sites and clearly outside the influence of
construction activities. (This shall serve as the natural background sample against which other
turbidity readings shall be compared.) ,

b. Approximately 100 feet down-current of the work sites, and at the edge of the temporary mixing
zone and within the densest portion of any visible turbidity plume. (This sample shall serve as the
compliance sample.)

If at any time during construction, the turbidity level directly outside turbidity curtains or the authorized temporary
mixing zones swrounding the work sites exceeds 29 NTUS within Manatee Pocket and natural background levels
within the aquatic preserve, the permittee or permittee's contractor shall take the following actions: (1) immediately
cease the operations that cause the water quality violations; (2) notify the Department's Division of Environmental
Resource Permitting at the time the violation is first detected; and (3) modify the work procedures that were
responsible for the violation.

{14) Turbidity Monitoring Reports. During construction, the permittee or permittee's contractor shall
submit daily monitoring reports on a weekly basis containing the turbidity data gathered to the Department of
Environmental Protection, Southeast District Branch Office, Submerged Lands & Environmental Resources
Program, Compliance/Enforcement Section, Attention: Eric Shea, 1801 SE Hillmoor Drive, Suite C-204, Port St.
Lucie, Florida 34952 (phone: 772/398-2806). The reports shall contain the following information:

permit number

project name

dates of sampling and analysis

turbidity sampling results

description of data collection methods

a map indicating the sampling locations and temporary mixing zones
time of day profile was taken '
depth of water body

weather conditions at times of sampling

tidal stage and direction of flow

wind direction and velocity

waler temperature
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Furthermaore, each monitoring report shall include a statement by the individual responsible for

implementation of the sampling program attesting to the authenticity, precision, limits of detection, and accuracy of
the data.

(15)  All areas to be dredged shall be in accordance with the attached permit drawings and shall not
exceed the areas and depths indicated on those drawings.

(16) The material shall be hydraulically dredged from a shallow draft barge and removed from the site
via an 8-inch diameter pipeline, which will discharge into the Dredge Material Management Area {(DMMA) site
located at the Witham Airfield in Stuart. The material will be dewatered and dried within the DMMA prior to
transportation to a self-contained upland spoil location as approved by the Department. Return water shall be
discharged into the adjacent onsite artificial waterbody. A turbidity curtain will be placed at the terminal end of the
outfall pipe to prevent turbid waters from entering the artificial waterbody.

(7 Priot to placement in an approved final disposal location, the spoil material shall be tested to
determine whether the material is suitable for placement at the final disposal site. Triplicate sediment samples shall
be collected and analyzed for aluminum, copper, lead, zinc, arsenic, cadmium, mercury, and polycyclic aromatic
hydrocarbons in accordance with the procedures in the Degpwater Ports Maintenance Dredging and Disposal
Manual, DEP, 1984. Test results shall be submitted within one week of commencement of the dredging event to the
